The setup should consists of the following components:

A. Stainless steel tank

2 meterlength, 1.2 meter height and 0.5 meter width (excluding the thickness of frames)

Front long side should be transparent

One short side (right) is detachable. Detachable side should be fastened with stainless steel bolts

Tank should have adequate supports for sensor connectors and data logger

Frame of tank made with stainless steel angle with sufficient number of holes or similar arrangements for holding
LVDT's and other connectors

e Stand for LVDT and camera should be integrated with the tank

e Tank Support should be steel support frame of 60 cm height/Tank should be supported with suitable wheel
arrangement for portability

e Base of the tank should extend to an extra 30 cm (other than specified dimension)
